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TEE END OF THE BEGINKING.

As a gardener I was dopgged but in-
effectual. A well-wisher,’ eyeing
my mediocre vegetables, said "Go
and see George, For expert advice
there's no-one bettera." He added
with deepest respect, "ue'“ a ¢éom-
post man."
So I went to George who spoke
about trenching, mulching and humus,
but most of all about compost,.
He concluded by saying, "Remalber,
compos t!'s the answerl} Waste noth-
ing that has had life. Put it
all back into the soil by way of
the compost heapl®
I fixed on a suitable corner in
the garden and started. All the
vegetable peelings went inte 1%,
the. outside cabbage leaves,.carrot
tOps and even the little strings
and snippings from the beans 3
became tireless sweeper-up of leaves:
deciduous trees were doubly mean-
ingful as I added their autumn
glory to the compost heap. - I
threw on the ashes from the fire-
place, likewise the rubbish from
vase and flower border; buds of the
nore obstinate perennials bloomed
weakly among the confusion. From
time to time I spread layers of
earth over the top. When we got
new china I tossed on the wood
shavings it was packed in, and the
used paper napkins as well. i
wasted nothing. L tore up nmy
straw gardening hat and on it went,
and with it the raffia work I'd
done in my arty-crafty period.
Gradually I added more earth, more
ashes, the stuff from the vacuun

So on they went and lay moulder-

ing beneath the boneg of many

meat and fish meals, seaweed,

banana skins, burnt toast an&

buchets of soil dug from around
he yard.

Peeding the mound became a
rite rather than disposal of
rubbish. I well remember the
day we got new rubber mats for
car: those old jute ones made
wonderful bulk on top of the heap.
The children caught the spirit of
the enterprise and brought offer-
ings of leaves, apple copes, pine
needles and other oddments that
passed the life test. With
daily additions from house and
garden the compost corner grew
steadily, and with it my sense of
achievement. I felt George
would be pleased with me.

As stated before I washed nothing.
Oneday the cat laid a dead sparrow
at my feetl The bird went on

the mound and was joined as time
passed, by other sparrows, mice,
lizards galore. That cat could'nt
have been more assiduous in the
line of duty had it known of the
project in hand.,.

I no longer served potatoes in
their jacketsl I had usge’for
those jackets elsewhere.

My husband thought it a case of
mild lunacy when he found me
cutting up his old felt hat, but
I explained, "This hat was once
a rabbit " and spread the pieces

over. To be contunied

cleaner, tea leaves, coffee asrounds
and handfuls of lime.

Odours came and went, and under-
neath, the pile went black and
crumbly in true compost style.

My enthusiasm knew no limits, I
harmmered up some sea-shells and
sprinkled them over. All mat-
erial remotely connected with
life became food for the compost.
In borderline cases I used my
imagination freely. Heﬂltatlng
with worn-out wool socks I posed
the question: Did they have 1life?
and had no trouble at all seeing
them gambolling and cropping the
green grass.
